In your first Fall term as a PhD Student:

1) Enroll in BME 500
2) Enroll in BME 501
3) Enroll in BME 553 (or similar)*
4) Enroll in BME 522 (or similar)*

3 months into your first term as a PhD student:

1) Make sure that your Supervisor submits a Qual Exam Outline for approval with the BME PhD Curriculum Committee.
a. Outline must include: Topic* summary, Proposed qual exam committee* members, and list of 3 or more scientific articles* to cover.
b. Example outline attached.

At the beginning of your second term as a PhD Student:

1) Receive a Topic*, committee*, articles*, and list of concepts* from your supervisor.
2) Prepare a >2000-word document summarizing the selected topic with special consideration of the articles and concepts provided.
3) Prepare a 30-minute oral presentation summarizing the selected topic with special consideration of the articles and concepts provided.

Prior to the end of your second term as a PhD Student:

1) Schedule and present you Qual Exam to your Committee.
2) Submit your written document at least 1 week prior to the oral presentation.
